Submission guidelines

Articles:

The Bulletin welcomes contributions from members of the British Ecololgical Society and from the wider community of ecologists.  We accept meeting announcements, news of members, and articles and essays on topics in ecology. We are less restrictive than most journals in terms of required format, but there are some basic rules to ensure that publication is a straightforward process. 

Submissions are accepted by email to Bulletin@BritishEcologicalSociety.org. Please submit text as a Word file. Please submit photographs and figures as separate files rather than imbedded in the text.  There are no formal rules as to length, but if you are planning to submit an article it would be helpful to contact the editor Alan Crowden via the Bulletin email address to discuss the suitability of the article and agree a length and deadline.

Bulletin articles rarely require large numbers of reference citations; we can follow a numbered or author, date style, but please make sure that references are given with full article and journal titles.

The Bulletin is printed in colour and the inclusion of good photographs is actively encouraged. Images should be submitted as jpeg files suitable for printing at 300dpi - as a rough guide jpeg image files need to be taken with a camera of at least 5 megapixels to have any chance of reproducing acceptably. Files larger than 10MB usually need to be sent on a CD or DVD.

Please also include a photograph of the author; it helps gives the Bulletin the feeling of involving a community of people rather than being a collection of articles.

We also need striking images for the cover.  The editor is always glad to have suggestions or offers of images, though please remember that the image needs to fit the portrait format of the magazine.
